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2 Trainee Renewal Guidelines

Applying for Renewal to IMPART*
All PhD-level trainees in the Intersections of Mental Health Perspectives in Addictions Research Training (IMPART) program who demonstrate satisfactory achievement of learning goals and who successfully program standards are eligible to apply for a renewal of the CIHR – STIHR research training fellowship. Renewals will be considered on a competitive basis with new applications.
· Postdoctoral Trainees are eligible for up to 1 year*; no renewal is possible.

· PhD Trainees are eligible for up to 2 years* of funding and thus can apply for one renewal following an initial IMPART award.

· Masters Trainees are eligible for up to 1 year*; no renewal is possible.

· Clinician Researchers are not eligible to apply for renewal.

· Affiliate Trainees are not eligible to apply for renewal (see application here).
*NOTE: If you have only received top-up and/or bonus funding from IMPART (i.e., less than half of full award amounts) to date, you may be eligible to apply for renewal beyond the stated maxima. Contact the program director to confirm your eligibility.
Transitioning between award categories

If you will be entering a new category (e.g., finishing a Masters program and entering a PhD program), you must submit a new application for consideration in that new category (not a renewal application). Renewals are only to be considered within a particular award category. If the Program Director confirms that official transcripts are still on file, the new application need only include transcripts updated since the previous application. New and updated letters of reference are needed.

Deadlines

The IMPART renewal submission deadline is set out in each individual trainee’s letter of agreement, typically June 1 for September admissions and September 1 for January admissions. The renewal deadline should be at least 3 months prior to the end date of your current award. The renewal deadline is firm, and it is the responsibility of the applicant to complete and submit all necessary forms by 4 pm Pacific Standard Time on the given date. 

Review Process

Renewal applications will be reviewed and processed by the Program Advisory Committee.
