Application Instructions

Graduate Students:
Masters and Ph.D. applicants are responsible for applying to both the IMPART Program and to their chosen graduate degree program in an accredited Canadian university.  Applicants are responsible for providing IMPART with evidence of their acceptance to an appropriate degree-granting program before they will be formally accepted to IMPART. Individuals who are in the first year of a Masters program, or first to fourth year of a Ph.D. program, in a Canadian university may apply for IMPART funding.  Graduate students must be engaged in full-time research training in a graduate school at a Canadian institution to be eligible for support.

Postdoctoral Fellows:

Postdoctoral fellows can apply to IMPART if they are in their first to fourth year of postdoctoral training.  All Postdoctoral fellows must provide evidence of completion of their doctoral degree (i.e., copy of transcript or degree diploma) before being formally accepted to IMPART.

Clinicians and Community-Based Researchers:

Clinician Researchers working in a health or social services agency or institution may also apply for an IMPART fellowship.

Regarding IMPART Mentors:

All IMPART applicants are responsible for finding an IMPART Mentor who is willing and able to mentor them should they be accepted to IMPART, so applicants should contact the IMPART Mentor(s) with whom they are interested in working prior to applying.  Please see http://addictionsresearchtraining.ca/people/mentors.htm for a list of mentors and their contact information.

To apply to start IMPART in September 2011, the deadline is June 1, 2011 by 4 p.m. Pacific.

To apply to start IMPART in January 2012, the deadline is September 1, 2011 by 4 p.m. Pacific.

Supporting Documents

The IMPART application consists of the following documents:

1. Application form 

2. Letter of Intent: 4 page maximum (plus 1 page for references). 

3. Curriculum Vitae (CV)

4. Transcripts: One official copy of each transcript from all post-secondary institutions attended, provided in a sealed and signed envelope. 

5. Three (3) reference letters, emailed directly from the referee to the IMPART Program Director (or provided in a sealed and signed envelope).

Letter of Intent

Formatting

· Use white letter-size paper 8.5 X 11 inches (21.5 cm x 28 cm) with I inch (2.54 cm) margins.

· Text should be single-spaced, Arial or Times New Roman font no smaller than 12 pt.

· Include your name at the top of every page. 

· Maximum length is 4 pages (plus an additional page for references). Applications exceeding the page limit will not be accepted.

Section A – Applicant’s statement

Section A is the most important part of your Letter of Intent, so please use your time and your space allocation accordingly. 

Please provide your comments under the following headings: 

· Basis for your interest in the IMPART Program
· Proposed thesis/research topic, including its relationship to gender and addictions, and their intersections with violence/trauma/mental health

· Your research training needs in relation to gender and addictions, and their intersections with violence/trauma/mental health

· Plans for integrating IMPART training into your research career

· Your research or professional experience
Section B – Scholarships, fellowships and other awards received

List in table format the awards you have received AND those for which you have applied and from which you are awaiting results. Start with your most recent award, give the name of the award, its value, its type (institutional, provincial, national, or international), the location of tenure, and the period held.  List only awards based on academic and research excellence and/or in recognition of your leadership or communication abilities.

Section C – Contributions to research and development

List your key
 publications and other contributions to research and development. Begin with your most recent, and list each entry on a new line. Use the following headings and order in your listing: 

· Articles published or accepted for publication in refereed journals (Include all authors in the order that they appear in the publication; article title; journal title; year; volume of the publication; page range)

· Articles submitted to refereed journals (indicate the date of submission)

· Other refereed contributions (e.g., papers in refereed conference proceedings, posters, abstracts) 

· Non-refereed contributions (e.g., specialized publications, technical reports).

References

References should be listed in a consistent style of your choosing.  The reference list is not included in the 4-page limit.
Curriculum Vitae

Applicants are required to submit a current curriculum vitae.  CIHR Common CVs are acceptable, but not required.

Transcripts

Transcripts from all post-secondary institutions attended are required.  Transcripts must be current, official copies and provided to the IMPART Program Director in institutional, sealed envelopes.  All Postdoctoral fellows must provide evidence of completion of their doctoral degree (i.e., copy of transcript or degree diploma) before being formally accepted.  Masters and Ph.D. trainees must provide evidence of their acceptance in a relevant graduate program.  Applicants are responsible for ordering transcripts well in advance in order to ensure arrival by the deadline.  
Reference Letters

Three (3) reference letters are required.  Reference letters should be on institutional letterhead and should include, at minimum, mention of: how long the referee has known the applicant and in what capacity; the referee’s assessment of the applicant's academic abilities and potential for a career in research; the applicant’s fit with the specific objectives of the IMPART training program.

Reference letters should be emailed directly from the referee to the IMPART Program Director with digital signature (i.e., image file) on the letter (or signed and scanned). The IMPART director may confirm the authenticity of the reference by contacting the referee. Letters will also be accepted if mailed in a sealed envelope with the referee’s signature across the seal and received prior to the deadline.  Applicants are responsible for ensuring mailed references are received by the IMPART Program Director by the deadline.
�	 Remember that you will be including your entire CV, so it is advisable to use this section to highlight key contributions, rather than listing all of your publications, presentations, etc.
